“The “wow” factor is that fact that you can’t see we were ever
here,” says Steve Klingerman, president of T.H.E. Remodel Group,
who put into motion a collaboration with Mascord Design Associ-
ates” Re-Design Group.

Touches of warm craftsman style have updated the two-story
classic contemporary. What once was a soaring entry and two-story
great room has been “capped” with an efficient and modern loft
workspace for the homeowners.

Restful views of the adjacent wooded area behind the house still
dominate both spaces, but the great room’s focal wall has been trans-
formed with the clean lines of floating shelves for treasured art and
books, cherry cabinetry and a surround-sound flat screen television
inset in rough-textured charcoal porcelain tile above an energy-effi-
cient gas fireplace.
